The Mission of the Child Crisis Center is to reduce the incidents of child abuse and neglect in El Paso. Through it’s Family Support Department, the center offers parenting classes to couples and young adults to help them cope with responsibilities of raising children, to fathers, to educate them on the important role of fatherhood, and to grandparents, because so many children in today’s society are raised by their grandparents.  The topics taught in the classes range from changing diapers, nutrition, legal issues involving paternity, financial literacy, and anger management.

The Child Crisis Center is a United Way funded non-profit agency that obtains all of its funds through grants, foundations and local donations.  Without funding such as the Gannett Foundation/El Paso Times Grant, the Center could not serve the many children and families who are at risk in our community.
