El Paso, Texas – The Child Crisis Center of El Paso announced today that it has been awarded a grant through the New York Life Foundation’s Competitive Grants Program. Parents who are required to exchange their children at the Center do so in an environment that prevents contact between parents and reduces the possibility of domestic violence or abuse.  Yet it assures each parent has an opportunity to be with their children.  Supervised visits are conducted at the center when there is a court order directing that a parent be supervised when visiting their children.  There are many reasons why this occurs but the important concern is that the child gets to be with their parent, whom they love deeply.
