The Child Crisis Center is celebrating 25 years of comforting children and providing the community with a wide range of child abuse and neglect prevention services.

As part of the 25th Anniversary celebration, the Crisis Center will host a luncheon at Ardovino’s Desert Crossing on July 7, 2005.  Texas’ First Lady, Anita Perry, will be the guest speaker.

Mrs. Perry will tour the Child Crisis Center from 11:00am to 11:30am before going to the luncheon.  She serves as an advocate on a variety of issues including family violence prevention, Alzheimer’s disease education and breast cancer awareness. First Lady Anita Perry speaks out for abuse victims, educating expectant mothers about the dangers of smoking, or working to increase immunization rates for Texas children.  Her interest in the health care of Texans comes from her own nursing career and experiences.

As First Lady Anita Perry tours the Child Crisis Center she will see a child friendly home away from home for children ages birth to 12 years who need shelter outside of their home during abusive, violent or emergency situations.  Children are admitted for a variety of reasons – physical or sexual abuse, neglect, abandonment, homeless, kidnapped, parents incarcerated or hospitalized, and stress relief.  

The Child Crisis Center of El Paso is committed to alleviating the devastating problems families face when going through a crisis situation, declining health, homelessness, drug dependency, violence or other struggles. The children are provided food, shelter, clothes and needed personal items while assisting parents with the resources they require to help stabilize their families.  

During 2004, the Center provided care to 870 children (284 were under the age of 4).  The Center Family Support program provided 804 parenting classes to teen parents, fathers of all ages, parents of young children and grandparents raising their grandchildren.
