



Program Overview

No Kidding: Straight Talk from Teen Parents is a unique program that educates young people on the rights, responsibilities, and realities of teen parenting.  In No Kidding presentations, young fathers and mothers teach what they wish they had been told before they had had their children—from stinky diapers to losing friends to serious legal and financial responsibilities. 
We are currently hiring young men and women to serve as No Kidding interns. 

Who We’re Looking For.  

You might make a great No Kidding intern if you …

· Began parenthood as a teenager.

· Are a loving parent committed to your child’s well-being.

· Are responsible for the support of your child.
· Are excited about telling your story to students. 

· Are between the age of 16 – 21.

· Are looking for a good paying part-time position.

What You’d Get Out of It.  

As an intern you will …
· Teach students about the realities of parenting through your stories.

· Earn a stipend based on the number of presentations you do.

· Receive training in paternity and child support; public speaking; teaching techniques; team building; resume writing and job skills.

· Enjoy the support of a close-knit group of other young parents.

Frequently Asked Questions

What is the No Kidding program?  The No Kidding program teaches students about the realities and responsibilities of being a parent, especially the difficulties of being a parent before finishing school.  The purpose is to have students to understand the costs of having a child and hopefully wait to have children until they are finished with school and married. 

What will I teach?  As a No Kidding intern, you will teach classes with a team of interns helping students understand the laws about paternity, child support, and the costs of raising a child.  You will teach by telling your story and explaining key information through activities.

Who will I be teaching?  You will be teaching students in the 6th through 12th grades in public schools in the El Paso area.  Groups will be as small as 6 and as large as 40.  The regular classroom teacher will always be in the room, as well as the No Kidding program specialist.

Will I have to teach alone?   No.  You will always teach with at least one other intern, so you will never be in a classroom alone.  As well, there will be at least one other adult in the room with you. 

Will I have to talk about sex?  No.  As a No Kidding intern, you are not a sex educator and will not address topics related to sex education. 

Will I have to share everything about my life?  You will need to be comfortable sharing your story, although you will never be asked to share information that you don’t want to share.  The program follows a set script of activities and there is only one day that you tell your story.
What if I don’t know about paternity and child support?  Don’t worry… we will teach you about child support and paternity. However, it is important that you are trying to be a responsible parent.
Is it paid training? Yes.  Before presenting in a classroom, you will receive 40 hours of paid training.  In addition to information about paternity and child support, you will practice telling your story, learn how to manage a classroom, and how to work as a team.  

What is the length of the internship? The internship begins on February 1, 2007 and ends on December 15, 2007 with the potential for continued participation.  

How often will I be conducting presentations?  Once trained and hired as an intern, you be presenting anywhere from four to ten classes a month, although this schedule will change according to how many interns we hire and how many sessions we are able to schedule.  

Other than the presentations, what are the other time commitments?  Besides presentations there are also paid trainings and team meetings you will need to attend.  
Will I have time to work another job or go to school?  Yes, this is a good paying part-time position and the flexibility will allow you to have another part-time job or attend school.    

Can couples apply?  We accept applications from all young men and women who began parenthood as teenagers and who fit the criteria listed on this page. 
Is child care provided?  The Upper Rio Grande @ Work provides some funds for child care, however your eligibility is determined by their rules. Internship with No Kidding does require child care arrangements for presentations, trainings, and team meetings.
How much will I get paid?  You will be paid a stipend that covers training, presenting, and attending team meetings.  The stipend is $10/hour for meetings and trainings and you will be paid $40 per presentation for 1 ½ hours of your time.   This is good pay considering that substitute teachers are paid about the same for a full day of work!

· Based on what you know about the being a young parent, would you recommend that other teenagers become parents?  Please explain your answer.
